Tiirk ve Diinya tarihinin, tarihi kaynaklar ve metodla, bilimsel gercekli-
ge ve uluslar arasindaki duyarlilik ve empatiyi ortaya ¢ikarmaya isik tutacak
konularin: ele alan etkinliklerden biri olan Sempozyum'da ulagilan sonuglar,
Tiirkge ve Ingilizce olarak hazirlanan bildiri kitabina aktarilmistir. Bu suretle,
tarihten ders ¢ikartan ve bunu mevcut giine ve gelecege dair bariscil vizyon-
larina devredebilen insanlik ve bilim aleminin faydalanmas: esas alinmugtir.

Sempozyumda bilim insanlari ve aragtirmacilar, Yunan Mezaliminin
tarkli dénemlerini, iki ana kapsamda ele almiglardur:

1). Mora Isyani Siirecinde: 1821 Tripolige (Tripolitsa) Katliami, Mora
Isyaninin Cikist ve Tepedelenli Ali Paga, Yunan Kamuoyunda Mora Isyan,
Isyan Sonrasinda Tirk Muhacirler ve  Osmanli Devleti’nin Hukuk I¢inde
Kalma Cabalari, Rodos ve Oniki Ada’nin Yunan Hakimiyetine Girisi ve Yu-
nanistan’in Adalarda Yagayan Tirklere Yonelik Uygulamalari.

2). Tiirk Milli Miicadelesi Doneminde (1919-1922): Anadoluda Yunan
Mezalimi ve Katliamlari, Yunan Mezaliminin Italyan Taniklari ve Amerikals
Misyonerlerin Gozlemleri, Bat1 Anadolu'nun Yunanlilar Tarafindan Isgali
ve Yahudiler, Milli Miicadele Déneminde Anadolu Rumlar: ve Siyasi Faa-
liyetleri.

Sempozyumda sunulan bildirilerin ulagti1 baz1 sonuglar, su sekilde si-
ralanabilir:

e  Fransiz Ihtilali'nin yaydig: fikirler Osmanli Devleti'nde de etkili ola-
rak, Rumlar arasinda yayildi. Ozellikle milliyetgilik fikirlerinin gayri-
muslimler arasinda yayilmast Osmanli Devleti’'ni parcalanma siirecine
soktu. 1821'de Yunanlilar ayaklandi; Mora Isyani ve katliami yasand.

e Dogu Akdenize uzanan segkin bir ticaret ve ulagim agiyla ve giine-
yindeki liman sehirleriyle Antik dénemlerden itibaren stratejik one-
mini yitirmeyen Mora Yarimadas: (Peloponez), Fatih Sultan Mehmed
doneminde fethedildi (1460). Osmanlilarin Mora’da olugturdugu
idari yapt hem yerlesik halk hem de zamanla Mora’ya gelen Tirk ve
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Misliiman niifus igin rahat bir yagam sunmustu. Mora'ya iliskin Fran-
s1z, Rus ve Ingiliz politikalar1 arasinda 6zellikle 1789 Fransiz Devri-
minin yaydig1 milliyetcilik fikirleri etkili olsa da, Napolyon'un 1815’te

Waterloo yenilgisi sonrasinda Carlik Rusyasi’nin artan etkisi hissedildi.

1460-1829 yillar1 arasinda 369 yil Osmanli idaresinde kalan Mora, 18.
yizyilin ikinci yarisi itibariyle Rum cetelerin bagini ¢ektigi isyanlarla
calkalanmig ve dis devletlerden gordiikleri destekle 1821 yilinda ¢ikar-
diklar: biytik isyan, bolgedeki dengeleri 6nemli 6l¢tide sarsmisti. Mora,
1821'deki isyan sonrast Osmanli’nin hakimiyetinden ¢ikt1.

1821 Mora Isyan, yiizyillardir Mora’y1 vatan edinip buralari mamur
hale getiren Turkler i¢in, katliam, aglik ve sefalete devinen bir streci
baglatti. Yunan isyan: sirecinin en biyiik magdurlar ise yaklagik dort
yizyil Mora’y1 yurt bilen Mora Turkleri oldu. Yizyillar boyunca Mo-
rada birarada yagamis Tiirkler, Rumlar ve Yahudiler arasinda, isyan 6n-
cesinde bir ¢atigma ortami bulunmamakla birlikte, Morada Rumlarin
isyaninin baglamasiyla bir anda saldiriya ugrayan, bask: ve kusatma al-
tinda kalan siviller biyiik acilar ve hayal kiriklig1 yasadilar.

Tepedelenli Ali Paga'nin Mart 1820'deki isyan1 Moradaki dengeleri
degistirdi. Osmanh Devleti’nin Tepedelenli Gzerine odaklanmasi, isyan
i¢in firsat kollayan Rumlara cesaret verdi. Buna ragmen Rumlar, ilk is-
yan hareketi i¢cin Mora yerine Eflak-Bogdan'i (Romanya) se¢mislerdi.
Ancak Aleksandros Ipsilantis liderliginde 1821'de baslayan bu ilk Rum
isyani, bagarisizlikla sonuglandi. Eflak-Bogdan'da yenilen Rumlar, isyan:
Mora Yarimadast’na tagidilar.

Morada isyan hareketinin kisa stirede biiyimesinde, 1814 yilinda ku-
rulan Filiki Eteria (Philike Hetaireia-Dostlar Dernegi) orgtiti kadar,
Ortodoks din adamlarinin da etkisi oldu.

Mora Isyani sirasinda Osmanli Devleti’nin hukuk iginde kalma ¢abalar
kayda degerdi. Misliman, Yahudi ve diger din ve mezheplere mensup
adalardaki binlerce tebaasinin katledilmesine sebep olan olaylari bas-
tirmaya c¢abalayan Osmanli Devleti tarafindan, alinan tedbirlerde, cari
hukuk prensiplerine uyulmus veya yarg: hitkmi niteliginde olan fetvalar
alinarak hukuk i¢inde kalmaya 6zen gosterilmisti.

Mora isyam, Yunan tarihyaziminda, dért evre olarak degerlendirile-
bilir: Tlk evresi 1821-1823 yallar1 arasinda Mora, Orta Yunanistan ve
Ege Adalarindaki ¢atigmalardi. 1821 yilinda silahli Yunan ayaklanmasi,
Filiki Eterya ve Car I. Aleksandr’in yaveri olan General Aleksandros
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Ipsilantis’in Tuna Prensliklerindeki basarisiz girisimi sonrasinda Mora
Yarimadasi'na sigramig ve burada bagartya ulagmisti. Osmanli’nin Te-
pedelenli Ali Pasa ile miicadeleye girmesini firsat bilen A. Ipsilantis,
Memleketeynde isyan etmis fakat Sirp, Bulgar, Romen ve Ruslardan
gerekli destegi saglayamayinca Osmanli kuvvetleri tarafindan yenilgiye
ugratilmustr. Tkinci evresi 1823-1825 yillari arasindaki Yunan I¢ Sava-
sU'yd1. Ugiincii evre 1825-1827 siirecindeki siyasi gelismelerdi. Yunanli-
larin kendi aralarinda ihtilafa distiigi bu donemde Sultan II. Mahmud,
Misir Valisi Kavalali Mehmed Ali Pasa ile anlagarak isyani bastirmasi
icin yardim talebinde bulunmustu. Mora Isyaninin dordiincii ve son ev-

resini 1828-1832 yillar1 arasindaki siyasi gelismeler belirlemekteydi.

Yunanlilar, II. Mahmud’un reformlari esnasinda Yanya Valisi Tepede-
lenli Ali Pasa ile arasinin agilmasini da firsat bilerek ayaklanmiglardi.
Osmanli Devleti'nin Moradaki yetkilileri, Yunanlilarin bu isyan egilimi
uzerine, Tripolige (Tripolitsa) sehrinde toplanarak, ayaklanmay: 6nle-
meye ¢aligmislar ancak bu miimkiin olmamusti.

Tripolige'de Turk ve Yahudilerin katledilmesi (Ekim 1821) ve Korint,
Anabolu (Nafplio), Patras, Modon, Koron ve Navarindeki kanli olaylar,
bir Yunan vahsetiydi. 1822 yili yazina degin, Yunan ayaklanmasi, Mo-
rada binlerce Turk, Rum, Arnavut, Musevi ve 6teki sakinin hayatina
mal oldu.

1821’de Moradaki Yunan Isyani, sadece bir bagimsizlik savast degil,
ayn1 zamanda Tirklere, Misliimanlara ve daha birgok topluluga kars:
yapilan bir vahset ve yikim eylemiydi. 1821'de Mora’nin bir¢ok yerinde
metropolitler, piskoposlar, papazlar da din tzerinden Rum isyancilar
ve halki ayaklandirirken, sivil halkin tizerine silahlar atesleniyor, evler
yagmalaniyor yakilip yikiliyor, insanlik unutuluyordu. Mora’nin tama-
minda ve Tripolice'deki yagma ve katliamlarla Yunanistandaki Turk
ve Yahudilerin yok edilmesi, savag zamaninin olagan can kayb1 olarak
gortlemezdi. Sefalet ve 6liim, tarih 6niinde, Yunanlilarin aleyhinde sa-
hitlik yapiyordu. Yunan asiler, kendilerine destek vermek tizere yabanci

tlkelerden ve 6zellikle Avrupadan gelenleri bile hedef aliyorlard:.

Dénemin Yunan destekgisi Ingiltere, Fransa ve Rusyamin Temmuz
1827'de imzaladiklar: Londra Antlagmasi’yla duruma karigmalariyla ve
Ekim 1827de Navarin limaninda demirli Osmanli-Misir gemilerinin
ayni mittefik devletlerin donanmalar: tarafindan batirilmas: tzerine,
1829da bagimsiz bir Yunanistan'in hudutlarini saptayan stire¢ hizlani-
yor, 1828-1829 Osmanli-Rus Savasi sonunda imzalanan Edirne Ant-
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lasmast’yla Yunan devleti kuruluyordu. Bu, sanki zoraki bir devletti,
bagimsizlig1 bagkalarina gebeydi. Nitekim yillar sonra, 1919-1922 sire-
cinde Osmanli topraklarini isgal eden Itilaf Devletleri tarafindan Ana-
dolu’ya siiriilen Yunanlilar, bu kez de “Megali Idea” bahanesiyle bir iggal
ve katliam furyas: estirecek; ancak isgalci Itilaf Devletleriyle uzlasan bu
Yunan emperyalizmi, 1922’deki Anadolu yenilgisiyle unutamayacagi
bir ders alacaktu.

Mora Katliam: ve Anadoluda Yunan Mezalimi Sempozyumu, Tiirk ta-
rihinde ac1 bir insanlik draminin yagandig: biyik bir katliamin 200. yild6-
niiminde, 1821 yilinda Yunanlilarin bagta Mora Yarimadasi'nda olmak tize-
re sivil halka uyguladiklar: zulmi konu edinmistir. 1821 ile baslayan streg ve
19. ytizyil boyunca gelisen milliyetcilik akimlarinin dogurdugu ayaklanmalar,
tarihsel agidan bir noktaya kadar anlagilabilir; ancak Morada Yunanhlarin
Tirk, Misliman, Yahudi ve diger halklara yonelik katliamlarinin gerekge-
si olamaz. Dahasi, 1919-1922 yillar1 arasinda Itilaf Devletlerinin destegiyle
Anadolu topraklarinda haksiz isgaller yapan Yunan gii¢lerinin, sivil halka
yonelik katliam ve mezalimi de, yine higbir makul ve insani gerekge icere-
mez.

Sempozyumda sunulan bildirilerin bir yaymn haline getirilmesiyle,
Tirk-Yunan iligkileri tarihinin ¢esitli evrelerine iligkin yazilmis metinlerden
olugan bu ¢aligmanin, mevcut literatiire ve alanla ilgilenenlere ilmi katk: sun-
mast, sempozyumda sunulan gorts ve bilgilerin bilimsel bir argivi olmasi,
gegmis ile bugilin arasinda bag kuran ve bariscil gelecege 151k tutan bir amaca
hizmet etmesi timit ve temenni edilmektedir.

FOREWORD

'The results obtained at the Symposium, which is one of the events that
deal with the issues of Turkish and world history that will shed light on
scientific reality and revealing the sensitivity and empathy between nations,
with historical sources and methods, are included in the proceedings book
prepared in Turkish and English. In this way, it is aimed to benefit the
humanity and the scientific world, who can learn from history, and transfer
it to their peaceful visions of the present and the future.

At the symposium, scientists and researchers discussed different periods
of Greek Atrocities in two main contexts:

1). In the Process of Morean Rewolt: the 1821 Tripolitsa Massacre in the
Morea, the outbreak of the Morean Rebellion and Tepedelenli Ali Pasha,
the Morean Rebellion in the Greek public opinion, Turkish immigrants and
the Ottoman State’s efforts to remain within the boundaries of the Law
during the Rebellion, the fall of the Rhodes and the Dodecanese Islands
under Greek domination and Greece’s treatment of the Turks living on the
islands.

2). During the Turkish National War (1919-1922): The Greek atrocities
and massacres in Anatolia, Italian witnesses of Greek atrocities and
observations of American Missionaries, the Greek occupation of Western
Anatolia and the Jews, The Anatolian Greeks and their political activities
during the Turkish National Struggle.

Some of the conclusions reached by the symposium papers presented at
the symposium can be listed as follows:

*  'The ideas spread by the French Revolution were also effective in the
Ottoman State and spread among the Greeks. Especially the spread of
nationalist ideas among non-Muslims brought the Ottoman Empire
into a process of disintegration. The Greeks revolted in 1821; the
Morean Rebellion and massacre took place.
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'The Peloponnese (the Morea), which has not lost its strategic importance
since ancient times with its distinguished trade and transportation
network extending to the Eastern Mediterranean and with the port
cities in the south, was conquered during the reign of Mehmed the
Conqueror (1460). The administrative structure established by the
Ottomans in the Peloponnese offered a comfortable life for both the
resident population and the Turkish and Muslim population that came
to the Peloponnese over time. Considering the French, Russian and
British policies regarding the Peloponnese, although especially the ideas
of nationalism spread by the French Revolution of 1789 were effective;
after Napoleon’s defeat at Waterloo in 1815, the increasing influence of
Tsarist Russia was felt.

'The Morea, which remained under Ottoman rule for 369 years between
1460 and 1829, was shaken by the rebellions led by Greek gangs as
of the second half of the 18th century; and the Greek Rebellion they
launched in 1821 with the support they received from big foreign
powers significantly shook the balances in the region. The Morea came
out of Ottoman rule after the Greek Rebellion in 1821.

The 1821 Greek Revolt in the Morea started a process of massacre,
hunger and misery for the Turks who made the Peloponnese their
homeland and developed it for centuries. The biggest victims of
the Greek rebellion process were the Morean Turks, who called the
Peloponnese their homeland for nearly four centuries. Although there
was no conflict before the rebellion between the Turks, Greeks and Jews
who lived together in the Morea for centuries; with the start of the Greek
rebellion in the Morea, the civilians who were suddenly attacked, under
pressure and under siege, experienced great pain and disappointment.

Tepedelenli Ali Pasha’s rebellion in March 1820 changed the balance in
the Morea. The Ottoman State’s focusing on Tepedelenli encouraged the
Greeks who were waiting for an opportunity for rebellion. Despite this,
the Greeks chose Wallachia-Moldova (Romania) instead of the Morea
for the first rebellion attempt. However, this first Greek rebellion, which
started in February 1821 under the leadership of Alexandros Ipsilantis,
ended in failure. The Greeks, who were defeated in Wallachia-Moldova,

carried the rebellion to the Morean Peninsula.

The Orthodox clergy, as well as the Philiki Eteria (Philike Hetaireia-
Society of Friends) organization founded in 1814, had an impact on the
rapid growth of the Greek rebellion movement in the Morea.
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During the Morean Rebellion, the Ottoman State’s efforts to remain
within the law were noteworthy. In the measures taken by the Ottoman
Empire, which was trying to suppress the events that led on the islands
to the massacre of thousands of its subjects belonging to Muslim, Jewish
and other religions and sects, current legal principles were complied
with, or great care was taken to remain within the law by issuing fatwas
(judicial decisions).

'The Morean Rebellion can be evaluated, in the Greek historiography,
as four phases: The first phase is the conflicts in the Morea, Central
Greece and the Aegean Islands between 1821 and 1823. In 1821,
the armed Greek uprising spread to the Morean Peninsula after the
unsuccessful attempt in the Danubian Principalities of the Philiki
Eteria and General Alexandros Ipsilantis, the aide of Tsar Alexander I,
and succeeded there. A.Ipsilantis, who took the opportunity when the
Ottomans struggled with Tepedelenli Ali Pasha, rebelled in Moldavia
and Wallachia (Memleketeyn), but was defeated by the Ottoman forces
when he could not provide the necessary support from the Serbs,
Bulgarians, Romanians and Russians. The second phase is the Greek
Civil War between 1823 and 1825. The third phase is the political
developments in the period 1825-1827. In this period when the
Greeks were in conflict among themselves, Sultan Mahmud II made an
agreement with Mehmed Ali Pasha of Kavala, the Governor of Egypt,
and requested help to suppress the Rebellion. The fourth and last phase
of the Morean Rebellion is determined by the political developments
between 1828 and 1832.

During the reforms of Mahmud II the Greeks revolted, taking the
advantage of the Ottomans’ falling out with the Governor of Ioannina
(Yanya), Tepedelenli Ali Pasha. Upon this tendency of the Greeks to
rebel, the Ottoman authorities in the Morea gathered in the city of
Tripolitsa in the central Morea and tried to prevent the uprising, but
this was not possible.

'The massacres perpetrated by the Greeks against Turks and Jews in
Tripolitsa (October 1821) and the bloody events in Corinth, Nafplion,
Patras, Modon, Coron and Navarino, were a Greek atrocity. Until the
summer of 1822, the Greek Rebellion cost the lives of thousands of
Turks, Greeks, Albanians, Jews and other inhabitants of the Morea.

The Greek Rebellion in the Morea in 1821 was not only a war of
independence of the Greeks, but a brutality and an act of destruction
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against Turks, Muslims and many other communities. In 1821, while
metropolitans, bishops and priests in many parts of the Morea were using
religion to incite the Greek rebels and the people; guns were being fired at
the civilian population, houses were being looted, burned and destroyed,
and thus humanity was being forgotten. The destruction of Turks and
Jews in Greece, with plunder and massacres throughout the Morea and
in Tripolitsa, could not be seen as the ordinary wartime loss of life. Misery
and death were witnesses against the cruel Greek attitude. Greek rebels
were aggressively targeting even those who came from foreign countries,
especially Europe, to support them.

After the intervention of England, France and Russia, which were
Greek supporters, with the Treaty of London signed in July 1827,
and the same allied powers’ destroying of the combined Ottoman—
Egyptian fleet at anchor in the port of Navarino in October 1827, an
independent Greece was established in 1829. The independence of
Greece was recognised with the Treaty of Adrianople signed at the end
of the Ottoman-Russian War of 1828-1829. This was, as if, a forced
state, its independence dependent on others. As a matter of fact, the
Greek forces, who were pushed to Anatolia by the Allied Powers that
occupied Ottoman lands in the 1919-1922 period, this time would also
launch a series of occupation and massacres under the excuse of ‘Megali
Idea’. However, this Greek imperialism, which acted jointly with the
occupying Allied Powers, would learn an unforgettable lesson with its

defeat in Anatolia in 1922.

The Morean Massacre and Greek Atrocities in Anatolia Symposium
16 November 2021) was about the massacres inflicted by the Greeks on

the civilian population, especially in the Morean Peninsula, in 1821, on the
200th anniversary of a bitter human tragedy in Turkish history. The process
that started in 1821 and the uprisings caused by nationalist movements that
developed throughout the 19th century can be understood historically up
to a point; however, there is no justification for the massacres by the Greeks
against Turks, Muslims, Jews and other peoples in the Morea. Moreover, the
massacres and atrocities committed against the civilian Turkish population
by the Greek forces, who unjustly occupied Anatolia with the Allied support
in 1919-1922, also cannot contain any reasonable and equitable justification.

By compiling the papers presented at the symposium into a publication,
it is hoped that this work, which consists of texts written on various phases
of the history of Turco-Greek relations, will contribute scientifically to
the existing literature and those interested in the field. It is also expected
that the proceedings book will serve as a scholarly archive of insights and
information presented at the symposium, establishing a bond between the
past and the present and shedding light on the peaceful future.
